There are many medical alarm companies, 
and all have discreet devices that are necklaces, bracelets, or 
carried in pockets. If you have a house alarm system, they may 
very well be able to quickly and inexpensively add a personal 
alarm to your system. So please think about this for your own 
safety….even if you’re not a lover of gardening. Inside accidents 
happen as well!!
